	Question Box: 
	Page 2: 1. Imagine that you got sent to school with a silly hat and were told to wear it all day. When you got to the playground everyone asked you why you were wearing that hat. How would that make you feel? Now, imagine you could never take the hat off. Would you feel the same about explaining your hat to people all the time?
2. Have you ever gotten attention you didn't want or been asked questions you didn't want to answer? How did that make you feel?

	Page 3: 1. How does Joe feel about handling the sharks in his game vs. kids he hasn't met yet?
2. How does all of the attention and questions Joe receives because of his one leg make him feel? What tells you he feels that way (facial cues, response, body language)
3. What are some of the silly ideas kids on the playground have about why Joe has one leg?
4. What is the moment that things changed for Joe on the playground? What happened next and why did it make Joe feel better? (Simone and Joe finally introduced themselves to each other, he got to be himself first and play with new friends, not just the kid missing a leg)
5. What was Joe's question for Simone?

	Page 4: 1. What could these kids have done differently?
2. What did the kids do that was right?
3. If you saw a bunch of kids asking a disabled child questions like this, what can you do? (You can go in and tell them to leave the kid alone and ask the kid if they want to play with you or if they’re okay.)
4. How can we include people with different abilities?
5. Why do you think we didn’t find out why Joe only has one leg? (Because it’s none of our business.)


	Activities Box: 
	Page 2: Activity 1: What is a Disability? (Teacher-Facilitated Group Discussion)
Students will brainstorm their answers to the following question: What is a disability? This book discusses visible disabilities, but it's okay if students want to discuss invisible disabilities and mental health concerns as well. The teacher will use this activity to gauge how much background discussion is required to support students' understanding of this reading.

	Page 3: Activity 2: Introductions (Small Groups and Teacher-Facilitated Group Discussion)
Students will brainstorm ideas about how they can show someone they want to be friends when they first meet them. Students will then move around the class and practice using a social script that incorporates some of these ideas. Students will introduce themselves, "Hi my name is  and I am  years old. I really like  . [Ask new friend a question but remember we do not ask people questions about their bodies. You can ask: Their name, age, if they want to play, favourite book/sport, etc.] Once a few students have practiced their introductions, you can discuss some other things you might ask someone you’ve just met as a class.

	Page 4: Activity 3: Story of New Friends (Small Groups)
In small groups, students will think about what they would do if they saw a student that wasn't being included in a game in the school yard. They will discuss why that student might not be included in the game and what they could do to include them and share back with the class.
Option: Draw and cut out paper characters to act out the scenario and what the group would do to include the student.

	Story Summary Field: Joe has one leg. Every time Joe goes out and meets new kids, he gets asked the same question,"What happened to you?".
