	Activities Box: 
	Page 2: Activity 1: Boys, Girls, Neither, or Both (Teacher-Facilitated Group Discussion)
All of us have different things that we like—colors, toys, activities and so on. Who decides what things we like and what things we don’t like? In this activity, you will talk about those different things and whether they are for girls, or boys, neither, or both. Students will begin to think of their favorite things as individual preferences rather than “boy” or “girl” things.

Activity 2: Gary Learns About Pronouns (Teacher-Facilitated Group Discussion)
Students will watch a short CBC Kids video and discuss why it's important to use someone's pronouns correctly to show them you care.

	Page 3: Activity 3: Which Outfit and Which Hairdo (Individual)
Students will identify themselves within drawings of outfits and hairdos that feel like them. This activity will emphasize the notions of things are just things It is also a good time to talk about patterns (“more girls wear dresses”) versus rules (“boys can’t wear dresses”).

Use this as the starting point to create Community Agreements for your class.
