	Page 2: Activity 1: My Identity (Teacher-Facilitated Group Discussion)
Students will respond to a series of prompts: I am good at..., I believe that..., I am learning to..., The places I hang out most are..., I enjoy..., I describe myself as For each prompt, some
students will share their answers and witness who shares similar answers and appreciate some of the different responses in the class.

Activity 2: Self-Esteem Checklist (Individual)
Students will look at a list of self-esteem indicators on the handout and check the boxes of the ones they know to be true for them today, or most of the time. Students will choose one thing on the list with no check mark and write a little note to themselves with something they can do to try to check that box.
